
KCIAirport MasterPlan &Noise Studies Approved

Kansas City, Missouri, City Council approved a resolution adopting theKansas City International Airport

MasterPlan Study and Part 150 NoiseCompatibility Program. Consultant Landrum & Brown conducted

thestudies overa two-yearperiod.

Thestudies identified long-term

aviation and land useneeds and

issues. They providea framework

to assist thedecision-making

process related to KCI facilities.

TheAirport MasterPlan examined

existing and futurefacility require-

ments at KCI, and provided a

vision forgrowth and develop-

ment of theairport overthenext

20 years. TheNoiseCompatibility Study described existing noiseconditions and madean assessment of

noisemitigation alternatives. Thesestudies areconducted approximately every 10 years. 

Someof thesuggested airport facility requirements to accommodatethefuturedemand for2025

include: acquire477acres fornoisemitigation and 95acres forfuturedevelopment, build a new 59 gate

terminal with futureexpansion to 93gates, construct a new south access roadway, extend runway 1Lby

2,000 feet, expand general aviation hangar, and build a new Aircraft Rescue&Firefighting station. 

Planners suggest that, when theexisting terminals outlivetheiruseful lives, a singleterminal bebuilt. At

somepoint in timelackof spaceordeterioration will necessitatethebuilding of new facilities. Theplan

suggests protecting land and that thefacility beoneterminal. Thedecision on actual terminal facilities is

many years away and anothermasterplan will likely occurbeforethat point.  

In addition to thetwo airport studies, theCity’s Planning &Development Department commissioned

Landrum &Brown to conduct theKCI Area Plan to exploreland useand growth issues in thevicinity off-

airport. It provides a plan that attempts to balanceneeds of theairport, residents and business commu-

nities. That plan is expected to befinalized by spring.

Hangar10

A new business, named Hangar10, is being constructed at thenorth end of theMKCairfield. When completed in thesummerof 2009, the

Hangar10 complex will includefouraircraft hangars totaling 68,000 squarefeet, a 41,000 square-foot executiveaviation terminal with office

space, lounges, pilot rest areas, overnight rooms, exercisefacilities with men's and women's lockerrooms, and meeting spaceforgroups of up

to 30 people. Thefacility will house25business aircraft and will havea 30-person staff. Hangar10 will offerJet-A fuel and will eventually add

aircraft sales and management services foraircraft owners. Hangar10 is expected to beopen forbusiness sometimein thefirst quarter. 

Executive Beechcraft

ExecutiveBeechcraft, which has operated at MKCsincethe1950s, is investing in a state-of-the-art renovation to its fixed baseoperation at its

flagship facility at MKC. Theimprovements includenew tile, carpeting, furnitureand countertops. EB was recently acquired by BBA Aviation, a

U.K.-based company that is a world leaderin aviation services.

Sincemoving its corporateheadquarters to MKCin 2005, ExecutiveAirSharehas becometheseventh-largest fractional aircraft ownership com-

pany in theUnited States. Thecompany has a fleet of 15aircraft serving customers in fivestates and currently holds orders on 32jet aircraft for

deliveries scheduled to begin next summer.
